 This programme is started sharply at 9.00 AM with “TAMIZHTHAI 

VAZTHU” Gangavalli Block Ennum Ezhuthum Co-Ordinator Thiru.Dr.K.Kalaivanan 

Lecturer of DIET, Salem, Lit the Kuthuvilaku in the presence of Gangavalli Block 

BEO Mr.Srinivasan and Supervisor of Gangavalli BRC Mrs.P.Rani. BEO focused the 

point of improvement in “Ennum Ezhuthum” 

 For the first term, since students were back in school after a long gap, the focus 

was creating a learning environment that would drive up engagement levels, prepare 

them to attend classes again and concentrate on the needs of the students, the official 

said, “Apart from this, in the second term, the teachers will continue to create an 

immensive experience for students in classrooms – One that is child-centric, need-

based and filled with activities” he said. 

Introduction to “Ennum Ezhuthum”: 

  What are the primary skills should a pupil acquire when he / she completes his 

/ her primary education? 

 He or She should be able to read, write and to do basic arithmetics an to have 

the ability of forming simple sentences in English. Due to Covid-19, most of the 

students have been affected in learning. It has created severe learning gaps among 

students especially at the primary level. 

 Since the government has taken sufficient steps to fulfil the learning gaps 

through kalvi tv, audio lessons through All India Radio, providing refresher course 

modules and the Teachers conducting lessons using possible Technologies, the efforts 

have not reached all children uniformly. 

 Therefore, in order to bridge the learning gap, the Ennum Ezhuthum mission 

has been launched to ensure that by 2025, all students in Tamilnadu by age 8 are able 

to read, write and to do basic arithmetics. Especially Ennum Ezhuthum mission 

focuses on the students of classes 1 to 3. Level Based Approach, teacher’s handbook 

and workbook have been designed. 
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 The students of 2022-23 academic year who come to 1st standard do not have 

any such a problem severely where as the students of second and third have been 

affected more. So, considering them, workbook have been designed. It helps to them 

prepare themselves to move on to the grade based level. The concepts of environment 

Science have been interwoven with the study of language. So children will have an 

opportunity to learn both the subjects simultaneously. 

 The activities which are given workbook are totally play based and child 

centred. They bring the children to pay their attentiveness and involvement 

themselves. The teacher becomes a facilitator and a participator in this mission 

especially. The Teacher’s Hand book has been designed to support them and QR 

codes have been affixed wherever neccessary. 

General Session 

Learning Gap: 

 Due to Covid-19 school has been closed nearly 2 years and so students lost not 

only education but also discipline, friendship & peergroup activity most of the 

students didn’t know the social engagement and lose the tolerance of one another. 

This Ennum Ezhuthum scheme will be given new enthusiasm for their awareness of 

education and its importance. The students of primary level was affected more. So, we 

have to change their Ambience to our new infrastructure of the Education. In this new 

school circumstance we have to use child centred scheme that is Ennum Ezhuthum 

scheme. 

Importance of Ennum Ezhuthum: 

 Through this scheme students mentality will be changed as rarely as possible to 

school circumstances. Because this scheme based on child centered and they engaged 

nearly 75 % in the classroom. And the teachers role is to be a facilitator or a 

competator. His engagement is nearly 25%. In this scheme the students of std I, II, III 

had affected more on primary level.So, they are divided into 3 levels 

 Arumbu 

 Mottu 

 Malar 
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Especially this scheme is based on the level of the students. It is not a grade 

based scheme. According to the level of the students, the Activities are well – planned 

and given with fun. So the students will engaged in all activities with enthusiasm and 

retain all the activities what happened in the classroom. 

As we feel the success of the first term we are proud to say that our students are 

disciplined and developed the skills of listening and speaking. In the second term, We 

eagerly wait to implement the skills of Reading and Writing. 

Challenges of the students: 

 Challenges faced in dealing with children familiarity with classroom order. 

Lack of focus, Lack of interest, Lack of opportunity for proper communication 

stuttering in expressive language. Difficult in absorbing and memorizing ideas. 

Counting and Writing of pioneer project: 

 Announcement to the Legislature of the Honourable Minister of Finance in 

2021-2022. Announcing that the counting and writing movement will be implement 

by 2025 to ensure that all children under the age of eight in Tamilnadu understand 

literacy and do basic arithmetic. A high level committee was set up to implement this.

In these techniques at first they have illustrated “Songs”

Song has been taken as a demo for that they first read the song lyrics couple of times 

and then they introduced the Anthimalli, Aalamaram, Elavampanju, Echamaram, 

Erukkampoo…………etc. 

 With pictures, masks and the song was sung by the RP’s. With actions and then 

she illustrated as a concert and the teachers came for the training had got participated 

in the concert with enthusiasm. 

Discussion: 

 The concept of the language is to make the students discuss among themselves 

and discussion is to be not beyond the concept of the song. 

Reading Technique: 

 The teacher will involve the students to participate in the word making game 

and they will participate with eagerness. The Reading Techniques had done by the 

RP’s and explained legibly. 

 He explained how to make new words from a single word, he gave demo in the 

class room as follow. 

 Agara varisai to oogara varisai. 

 Puthiya ezhuthukkal arimugam. 

 Ethuvarai……Ithuvarai. 

 Word making game…etc. 

 

These were explained clearly using the projector. 
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Writing technical: 

 To encourage the students writing skill they will use to write in Air and guess 

the letter and then they will write a letter in their hands and guess it. Then they touch 

the water and write on the black board then he will use some sand in a tray and ask the 

students to try to find the letters on the sand then in the same way use small and big 

letters and colourful letters by using colour chalk pieces. We also use notebooks to 

improve their writing skills.

TLM usages: 

 In this subject they made lot of TLMs and models and explained the way how

 They had explained how the THB is designed for 6 Units and Used for 6 

weeks. All the units are interconnected. And the THB showed in the projector and 

Arumbu, Mottu, Malar and their colours are differentiated in their workbook. 

Tamil students work done: 

SWB had been explained how to fill the workbook by the students and 

exercises are explained in a good way by RP’s 

Learning Outcomes: 

 The lessons and songs are explained by using the projector, the learning 

outcomes are showed, how the learning outcomes are designed in the workbook and 

how to give activities for acquiring the L.O. 

T.L.M. Preparation: 

 At the last hour, all the teachers are divided into groups and asked them to 

prepare TLM’s for their group module. Then on that day the group members had TLM 

for the 6 units.
